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Iôm back! 
Yes! I have returned from my sojourn in New Zealand, the land of the long white 

cloud!  What is more the black cloud of depression has lifted from that land.  That 

is not because I have left but because the All Blacks (the affectionate nick name 

for the New Zealand national team for the uninitiated) lifted the Rugby World 

Cup for the first time since 1987.  The euphoria that now exists in New Zealand is 

perhaps difficult for us to fathom as we are a football mad nation.  Winning the 

Rugby World Cup for them is like us winning the Football World Cup!  Over 

there the sports pages talked about little else whereas back home I had to wade 

through several pages of football to get to the Rugby World Cup news. 
 

Last month I wrote about the warmth of welcome I had received as I arrived to 

stay with my first host family. That warmth of welcome continued over the next 

3½ weeks as first I travelled to Wellington and then returned to Auckland. Three 

different families welcomed me into their homes and made me -  a stranger in a 

foreign land - feel very much at home.  The warmth and depth of that welcome 

will be an abiding memory of my trip down under. 
 

Even early on in my travels it had me thinking about the welcome that we as a 

church in Fenwick need to offer to friend and stranger alike.  The significance of 

that first impression only grew with my time in New Zealand.  During my visit I 

stayed with folk who had volunteered through the ENGAGE Family Hosting 

Programme, a relative of a friend and a contact of a contact of a friend. None of 

the folk I stayed with knew me before I met them, they perhaps knew a little 

about me but not much.  They took me at face value and made me feel very much 

at home. 
 

Isnôt that what God does for us? And isnôt that what the people of God are to offer 

to others in return?   
 

One designation for the Church is that of the ñHouse of Godò.  It is not so much 

that God lives in the building. Apart from anything else it is preposterous to 

presume that God can be contained by stone walls! It is more that it becomes the 

House of God as people gather with the common purpose of worshipping God 

and God permeates the meeting with his presence.  In that moment the Father 

welcomes us with open arms and a heart bursting with love.  To him it doesnôt 

matter who we are, where we have been or what we have done, with love he 

welcomes us and makes us feel welcome and at home in his presence.   

That is what God, our Father in heaven, does for us. 
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Are the people of God, those who experience Godôs grace for themselves, not to 

go out of their way to ensure that others know that same welcome?  Are not those 

who come to the house of God looking or seeking something to be made as 

welcome and at home as we are made to feel in the presence of God? 
 

The answer to those rhetorical questions is a resounding YES!  

Have we as a church in Fenwick always achieved that?   Probably not! Like folk 

anywhere we all too easily take our eye off the big picture ï God ï and focus in 

on the little things. Those things that seem important to us at the time but are in 

the grand scheme of things not so important.  In doing so we lose sight of the 

welcome God gives to us and the role we have in conveying that welcome to 

others. What I do know is this, the potential of fulfilling that role is easily within 

our reach.  Our hearts are big enough we just need to raise our sight a little to take 

in the fullness, wonder and beauty of God. Then our vision will be filled with the 

big heartedness of God. 
 

And in case you are wondering where all this is leadingé it is perhaps just a 

round about way of saying, ñyou are welcome!ò
