Also up until April 2011 the government will add a supplement of
three pence on every pound you give through the gift aid scheme.
This means that whatever you give is increased by 23% at present.

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Ancient Trees

| have recently started my new pos$tAncient tree hunt assistant where | have to
attempt to make the public aware and to get them involved in finding and
recording ancient or notable trees throughout Ayrshire. We hope that the public
will be able to find and record 1000 Ayrshire trees.sSEhgees have to be either
interesting, old or have a large girth which denotes age in most cases. Although
am based with East Ayrshire Woodlands in Cumnock The tree hunt recording
system is active on the woodland trust web Isite://www.ancientree
hunt.org.ukivhere full information on recording can be found. So far there are
over 46,000 trees verified throughout the UK and we would ideally like to find
1000 in our local Ayrshire area and once theyracorded, they can be verified

by trained verifiers where hopefully they can be better protected in their setting.
People can also submit stories that they know about trees which can be interesti
facts or tales concerning the history of the tree. @hales can be sent to me and
when East Ayrshire Woodlands have their Tree hunt web site updated then these
stories can be included. | am availabldamnie.cook@eastyrshire.gov.uk

People do not have know much about tredsit they can learn as they go. They
don't always need a measuring tape as they can hug the tree to get a rough idea
its girth, one hug is estimated to be 1.5 metres and the woodland trust site
recognises hugging the tree as agio measurement guide for future verification.
Ideally we would like an army of ancient tree hunters stalking the countryside in
search of these magnificent symbols of age, history and life in Ayrshire. Some of
these trees were growing before, radio, TaW travel, the combustion engine and
the telephone for example and they are still growing strong today. Our native Oal
tree is estimated to live to around 1000 years of age and there is the Fortingall
Yew tree in Perthshire that some people believe taplie 9000 years old. We do
tend to take trees for granted when we walk past them, although we may be
impressed with their size, we tend to forget about them only moments later. This
is our loss.
