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The sun still shinesé 
 

I have a friend who has just returned from a two week holiday in Florida.  

On Sunday as he touched down in England before heading north he wrote 

on his Facebook page, ñMissing the Florida sunshine alreadyò.  I have a lot 

of sympathy for him. As we turn the clocks back, we have endured our fair 

share of wet windy weather, not to mention a couple of hard frosts.  At this 

moment in time I am sorely missing the Sri Lankan sun of our summer 

work trip. 

 

But hey, the sun has shone, granted sometimes between showers and often 

with a touch of frost.  At Dundee last Saturday it was a pleasant afternoon 

in the autumnal sun watching Dundee HSFP play West of Scotland (rugby 

of course!). Sunday I was too hot as I basked in the late afternoon sun in 

the Jackie Husband stand at Firhill (Football? No rugby again- Glasgow 

Warriors not Partick Thistle!) Monday too, was a fine autumnal day for a 

walk in the Dean with the dog in tow. So that got me thinking! Firstly, the 

sun that shines in Florida and Sri Lanka is the same sun that shines here, 

itôs just that it gets packaged with a different climate.  Secondly, during the 

day the sun is always shining it is just that at times its warming rays are 

obscured by clouds, sometimes white, fluffy and fleeting and at others 

dark, thick and menacing.  Beyond the clouds the sun shines and it shines 

brilliant and bright in all its glory.  The only time the sun does not shine on 

us is at night.  Even then, the darkness of night will be penetrated by the 

light of dawn and bright beams of sunrise. 

So through the dark days of winter and through the gloom of dark days and 

the blackness of night we can be certain that the sun will shine again. We 

can be certain too, that even when we canôt see the sunlight and feel the 

warmth of its rays,  the sun in all its glory is still there. 

There is song we sing in church which is something of a favourite ñLord 

the light of your love is shiningò the first verse goes like this: 

 

Lord the light of your love is shining, 

In the midst of the darkness, shining; 

Jesus, Light of the world, shine upon us, 

Set us free by the truth you now bring us, 

Shine on me, shine on me. 
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The song speaks of an eternal truth. Godôs love brought to us through Jesus 

Christ is a heart warming uplifting and comforting light.  The love of 

Christ illuminates even the pitch black of night and lifts us up from the 

dark days that would drag us down.  Just as the sun shines above the clouds 

in all its glory, so the Son shines above the dark periods of our lives with 

the light of His love.  Just as the Florida sun is the same as the Fenwick 

sun, so the light of Christôs love that illuminates my heart can and will 

illuminate yours as well. 

 

How do we know the sun shines above the clouds?  It does.  Even on the 

darkest days, some of its light filters through.  How do we know the sun 

will rise again after a pitch black of night? We have seen that it does.  The 

love of God, freely available to you in Jesus, shines above the clouds of 

your dark days and it will rise again through the despair of night. As the 

sun is the sun so God is God and the light of His love shines for you. 

We do not always feel or experience the warmth of the sun,  but that does 

not diminish the fact that it is a constant.  The same goes for the love of 

God.  We do not always feel it or experience it. We may even scoff the 

existence of God and simply believe that he does not love us. But that does 

not mean he is not there and that he does not love you. He is and He does, 

simple! 

To reach the sun on a dark day we simply have to reach through the cloud 

(a plane helps!) To reach the light of the love of God on a dark day we 

simply have to reach through the clouds of despair or mists of pain (prayer 

helps and when we are too low to lift ourselves itôs through the prayers of 

others). 

I donôt know what this winter will throw at us but what I do know is this: 

The sun shines even when I canôt feel its warmth or see all of its light.  The 

Soné he shines too even when we donôt feel His warmth or see all of His 

light.

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COMMUNITY COUNCIL  

The AGM of Fenwick Community Council was held on Wednesday, October 6 in 

the John Fulton Memorial Hall together with an ordinary meeting of the council 

which was well attended by members of the public. 

Community Councillor Sydney Carson stepped down due to ill health and Robert 

White was appointed as a member. 

No crime figures were available due to a change of the date of the meeting. 

The sum of £50 was donated to the community council by the residents of 

Creelsheugh in recognition of the efforts made to represent them in their fight to 

retain the open ground in Creelsheugh Road which is to be built on by East 

Ayrshire Council despite huge representation and objections by the villagers and 

the Community Council who have been overruled by the planning committee. 

Great disappointment was expressed and one member of the public pointed out 

that none of the four councillors who represent the village voted against the 

development. One community councillor pointed out that development plans are 

being passed which are not on the Local Plan and asked if there was any point in 

having a Local Plan. 

As the phone box at the bottom of the village is to be handed over to the village 

when the phone is removed by BT a picture of possible landscaping round it was 

presented to the meeting by the chairman and seemed to meet with general 

approval. 

The roadway in Maunsheugh Road is in danger of crumbling and a site visit was 

carried out by the roads dept. and residents. The Community Council is 

interested to hear any proposals from residents to improve the road. 

A proposal to apply to East Ayrshire for disabled parking spaces to be 

installed outside the doctors' surgery and opposite the post office was carried 

unanimously. 

Should the hanging baskets be erected next year Ronnie Andrew has agreed to 

maintain them at both ends of the village. Unfortunately the baskets did not fare 

well this year as Ronnie was in hospital for a lengthy spell. 

A member of the public has asked that an approach be made to the owners of 

Hallhouse Nursing Home to trim the trees which have grown too tall at the side of 

the Main Road and have become a possible safety issue. The chairman will attend 

to this matter. 

A planning application is in process by a Mr Ashurst to build a house and garage 

at the rear of Waterslap and objections have been lodged. 
The date of the next meeting is Wednesday, November 10 at 7.30pm at the John 

Fulton Memorial Hall.  All are welcome.

As much as it pains me to say ité. 

In the last month there has been some damage to graves in the Kirk Yard. One of 

the headstones that had been removed from its plinth and propped up by East 

Ayrshire Council is lying flat on its face and a stone gate jamb has fallen away 

from the wall and broken in two.  I have no direct proof but I believe it is unlikely 

that either of these happened naturally. 

Coincidentally I discovered the damage after asking youths to move on from the 

Kirk Yard. One pair of lads for using a corner of the Kirk Yard as a smoking den 

and another group of three for clambering over one of the monuments.    The 

damaged memorials correspond to the areas these youths were in at the time of 

being asked to move on.  Again I have no direct proof but suspicion does tend to 

fall on these youth and will continue to do so if they hang around the Kirk Yard 

and there continues to be more damage.  Vandalism of this nature is uncommon in 

Fenwick and any problems we have had around the Church in recent years has 

been caused by youths coming from outside the area. In the two cases mentioned 

above the youths were all Fenwick lads. 

Can I ask parents to remind their children that the Kirk Yard is not a ñplayò area. 

The walls and headstone are safe but not if they are clambered over.   

It pains me to write this because I believe the church should be an open welcome 

door to everybody whether young or old.  But I also have to respect the setting of 

our village Kirk in a historically important Kirk Yard and I would ask the youth 

of the village to do the same and let us keep this type of vandalism and indeed any 

vandalism out of our village.
