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Royal Recognition  
 

The folk of Fenwick are not unacquainted with news of their exploits 

coming before Royalty. Phinigkians of the 17
th
 Century were staunch 

Covenanters and news of their exploits no doubt rang in the kingsears. 

Back then they were more likely to be subject to the kingôs wrath rather 

than his commendation! 

 

Fast forward a few hundred years and the exploits of Fenwickians are 

again ringing in Royal ears but this time words of encouragement and 

commendation have  been forthcoming.  The twa Johns have been busy so 

to speak. First they wheedled away amongst the history books and put 

Fenwick firmly on the map as the place where the Co-operative movement 

was born in 1761, upstaging Rochdale by a few years. Their work 

receiving a letter of commendation for the International Co-operative 

Alliance. 

 

Then they got digging into Fenwickôs  famous sons and yes we do have 

more than one.  One in particular became more famous overseas than 

perhaps at home. George Fowlds, the son of Matthew Fowlds our 

centenarian weaver, emigrated from Fenwick and eventually arrived in 

New Zealand. He started modestly in business but rose to prominence 

through the ranks of politics and is well renowned for his reforming work 

in New Zealand. Back home he remained the son of a weaver.  The 

anniversary of his death was commemorated last year and that event 

attracted letters from the Prime Minister of New Zealand amongst others. 

And our own Queen got to know of it too writing in commendation.  The  

 

First Minister was not to be outdone he too wrote commending their 

efforts. 

Next year sees the 250
th
 Anniversary of the Fenwick Weaverôs Society and 

the celebrations are already in the planning. They have already been 

marked as a ñfitting introduction to the UNôs International Year of Co-

operation in 2012.ò  

What more can be said but well done and keep up the good work.
