the reasons for Easter and the need to take it that wee bit more seriously. At its
heart E&ster is about the heart of God and his great love for you. So if you have
any eggs left by the time you read this, enjoy! As you do so remember a wooder
cross on a hill outside the city wall and a tomb in a garden that could not hold its
occupant.
